MSU color palette 
Try to use the MSU color palette with 4-H GREEN when developing web and 
print materials to aid in the co-branding process.  

 



Typography 
The following type fonts are recommended for all printed materials. These fonts were chosen to 
complement the MSU logo and wordmark font. There are two classic fonts, one serif and one sans serif 
that can be used for both headlines and body text. A third font is a display font to be used for headlines 
only.  

 
Sans-serif - communicates a clean, modern impression; available in a wide range of weights. 
The main font use for the MSU business suite (letterhead, envelopes, business cards) publications and 
promotional materials. Arial narrow is used as a substitute in the electronic template version of the 
letterhead. Recommended for headlines and body text. 
 

 

 

 

 
Serif - communicates a sophisticated, classical impression. 
Recommended primarily for body text, especially in correspondence and copy. 

 

 

 

 
Slab serif display font - communicates a strong impression with a collegiate look with echoes of MSU's 
wordmark font; use Bold and Heavy weights. Recommended for headlines only.
