Selective Service Verification
The purpose of the Selective Service  form is to comply with the Military Selective Service Act, 50 App. U.S.C. 451, et seq, requiring all males aged 18 through 26 to register with the Selective Service Administration.  In support of this Federal regulation, the State of Montana prohibits a state agency or post-secondary institution from employing any individual who has failed to register.   In support of this Federal regulation, the State of Montana prohibits a state agency or post-secondary institution from employing any individual who has failed to register.

Frequently Asked Questions
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Almost all male U.S. citizens, and male aliens living in the U.S. who are 18 through 25, are required to,
register with Selective Service. Its important to know that even though he is registered. a man will not
automatically be inducted into the miltary. In a crisis requiring a draft, men would be called in sequence
determined by random lottery number and year of birth. Then, they would be examined for mental,
physical and moral fitness by the miltary before being deferred or exempted from miltary service or
inducted into the Armed Forces.

NON.CITIZENS
‘Some non-itizens are required to register. Others are not. Noncitizens who are not required to register
with Selective Service include men who are in the U.S. on student or vistor visas, and men who are
part of a diplomatic or trade mission and their families. Almost all other male noncitizens are required
to register,including illegal aliens, legal permanent residents, and refugees. The general rule s that if a
male noncitizen takes up residency in the U.S. before his 26th birthday, he must register with Selective
Service.

DUAL NATIONALS
Dual nationals of the U.S. and another country are required to register, regardless of where they live,
because they are U S nationals.

HOSPITALIZED OR INCARCERATED MEN
Young men in hospitals, mental institutions or prisons do not have to register while they are committed.
However, they must register within 30 days after being released f they have ot yet reached their 26th
birthday.

DISABLED MEN
Disabled men who live at home must register with Selective Service if they can reasonably leave
their homes and move about independently. A friend or relative may help a disabled man fil out the
registration form i he can't do it himself

Men with disabilties that would disqualify them from miltary service stil must register with Selective
Service. Selective Service does not presently have authority to classify men, so even men with obvious
handicaps must register now, and if needed, classifications would be determined later.
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* Must register within 30 days of release unless already age 25, or already registered when released, or
unless exempt during entireperiod age 18 through 25

lawiul non immigrant status by continually remaining on a vald visa unl afie March 29, 1975, were.
never required o regiser.
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Young men can now register with Selective Service using the Intemet. Allyoung men iving in the U.S..
with very few exceptions", are required to register within 30 days of tuming 18. Registration is Federal
law. It s also required to stay eligible for many Federal and state benefits, including student financial
aid, job training, and jobs in the Executive Branch of the Federal govemment, as well as jobs with the
US. Postal Service.

REGISTRATION

‘With access to the Intemet, any young man can register by clicking on the “Register On-ine Now”
icon at the Selective Service web site (www.5s5.gov). He then enters in some basic information and
‘within 30 seconds, hel receive a Selective Service number. Within about two weeks, he will receive an
acknowledgment card in the mail

VERIFICATION

Since SSS registration is required for many Federal and state benefis, such as student financial aid, job
training, and Federal and state jobs, officials administering monies for these programs can now verify

a young man's registration by simply clicking on the “Check a Registration” icon at the Agency's home
page (wwwsss gov).

THELAW

Registering with Selective Service is the law. Failure to register is a felony, punishable by a fine of up to
5250,000 andlor five years injail.

‘academy. Lawfully admitted nonimmigrant aliens holding valid student visas or members of a diplomatic
or trade mission and their families are not required to register.

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A registration acknowledgment card will arrive in the mail about 30 to 90 days after a man
sends in his registration card. Keep this document in a safe place as proof of registration

‘acknowledgment card will be sent to you within two weeks
