Fall Leadership Training is the annual leadership development
retreat for Montana 4-H Ambassadors and Teen Leaders. The
event is planned, implemented, and evaluated by the State
Ambassador Officer Team. Youth leave the weekend prepared
and excited to take the knowledge and skills they gain and
apply them in their counties. It is also a great place to have
youth leaders exchange ideas and create a statewide network
of resources. Fall Training takes place each year over MEA
weekend, the third Thursday/Friday in October.

4-H REC (RECREATION) LAB

Hosted by District 4 Counties in Culbertson March
17-19, 2023. Youth 13+ as of October 1. Registration
deadline is 2/22 for $100 and 3/1 for $150.

Rec Lab stands for Recreation Lab and means that everything
is hands-on and funla 4-H member favorite providing an
opportunity for youth and adults to enhance their leadership,
communication, and team building skills in an action-packed
and interactive setting.

Programming provides participants with tips and tricks for
being a better club, camp, and community leader.

Is ideal for younger senior members to attend as a first-time
state event. It allows them to form relationships with 4-H peers
from across the state, broaden their skills, and widen their
network.

YOUTH STATE AWARDS

Application Deadline is
May 1 each year.

Members apply in a project area they have mastered and "gone
above and beyond" regular project expectations.
