· Governor Bullock is expected to extend his stay at home order, possibly today.
· Update from Gallatin County EMS medical direction for 4/6/20.
· The attached document is the cardiac arrest COVID-19 protocol which will be effective immediately and is temporary while dealing with the COVID-19 pandemic.
· The current literature suggests the cause of death from individuals infected with COVID-19 is ARDS (acute respiratory distress syndrome) and to a lesser extend cardiomypathy, neither of which will respond to standard ACLS protocols.  Thus, there is medical futility in working a cardiac arrest in the setting of COVID-19.  Given that CPR, suctioning, BVM ventilation, and intubation are all aerosolizing procedures that greatly increase the risk of exposure to SARS-CoV-2, efforts need to be made to protect responders in the setting of survivability being 0%.
· I want to acknowledge the efforts that have been made in recent years with regards to obtaining ROSC and improving survival of out of hospital cardiac arrest in Gallatin County.  We will return to this level of care when we are no longer dealing with an insurmountable infectious disease.

}  Do not report for duty if sick – use sick time
